
Forecast: Rain/thunder showers accompanied by temporary gusty/squally wind is 
likely to occur at one or two places over Rangpur, Mymensingh & Sylhet divisions 
and weather may remain mainly dry with temporary partly cloudy sky elsewhere 
over the country. 

Forecast: Light to moderate rain/thunder showers accompanied by temporary
gusty wind is likely to occur at many places over Chattogram division; at a few
places over Dhaka, Khulna & Barishal divisions and at one or two places over
Rangpur, Rajshahi, Mymensingh & Sylhet divisions with moderately heavy falls at
places over the country.

Forecast: Light to moderate rain/thunder showers accompanied by temporary
gusty wind is likely to occur at many places over Rajshahi, Dhaka, Khulna,
Barishal & Chattogram divisions and at one or two places over Rangpur,
Mymensingh & Sylhet divisions with moderately heavy to heavy falls at places
over the country.

Forecast: Light rain/drizzle is likely to occur at one or two places over Rangpur,
Rajshahi, Mymensingh, Chattogram and Barisal divisions. Weather may remain
mainly dry with temporary partly cloudy sky elsewhere over the country



Cold waves are categorized as: 

Cold Wave: Mild to moderate cold wave is sweeping over Rajshahi & Rangpur
divisions and the regions of Tangail, Moulvibazar, Kushtia & Jashore and it may 
continue. 

Cold wave: Mild cold wave may sweep over northwestern part of Bangladesh. 



Heat waves are categorized as: 

Heat wave: Mild heat wave is sweeping over the regions of Rangamati &
Cox’s Bazar and it may spread at places over the country

Heat wave: Mild to moderate heat wave is sweeping over Khulna division
and the regions of Dhaka, Madaripur, Dinajpur, Sayedpur, Rajshahi, Pabna
and Naogaon and it may continue.



Fog: Moderate to thick fog may occur at places over the country during
midnight to noon



Synoptic Situation: The cyclonic storm “FANI” over Faridpur-Dhaka region and
adjoining area moved north-northeast wards further, weakened into a land
Deep Depression first then into a Depression. It weakened further into a well-
marked low and became unimportant finally. Trough of Westerly low lies over
West Bengal and adjoining area.

Weather Climate 

It is an instantaneous atmospheric 

condition.
It is an average atmospheric condition.

It can change rapidly, within even less 

than an hour.

It sustains over a period of 30 years, as 

defined by World Meteorological 

Organization (WMO).

It prevails over a short area. It prevails over a large region.

It has only limited predictability. It is almost constant.

What is Weather?

Weather describes the atmospheric conditions at a place over a short duration

of time. Weather is defined by different variables, such as humidity,

precipitation, pressure, temperature and wind.

What is Climate?

Climate is the average weather at a given point and time of year, over a long 

period (typically 30 years).
