RIVER SITUATION AND FORECAST AT A GLANCE IN THE HAOR REGION

The water level of the Surma-Kushiyara and the Bhugai-Kangsha rivers are in steady state,
while that of the Dhanu-Baulai rivers are increasing in the haor region of the north-eastern
Bangladesh. All rivers are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels.

According to the information from the Bangladesh Meteorological Department and global
meteorological organizations, light to moderate rainfall is expected in the haor basin of
the north-eastern region of the country in the next 24 hours. However, on the 2" and the
3" days, moderate to heavy rainfall is expected in the same region.

In the next 03 days, the water levels of the Surma-Kushiyara, the Bhugai-Kangsha and the
Dhanu-Baulai rivers may increase, while all rivers are flowing below respective pre-
monsoon danger levels. During this time, the possibility of flooding in this region is

minimal.

1. Surma-Kushiyara basin:

N

The water level of the Surma and the Kushiyara rivers of Sylhet and Sunamganj districts are in steady state;
both are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels.

According to the information from the Bangladesh Meteorological Department and global meteorological
organizations, light to moderate rainfall is expected in the haor basin of the north-eastern region of the
country in the next 24 hours. However, on the 2" and the 3" days, moderate to heavy rainfall is expected
in the same region.

In the next 03 days, the water levels of the Surma and the Kushiyara rivers in Sylhet and Sunamganj districts
may increase, while those rivers are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels. During this
period, the possibility of flooding in the region is minimal.

Tributary rivers of the Surma-Kishiyara basin

1.1 Sarigowain, Jadukata basins:

= The water level of the Sarigowain river in Sylhet is decreasing and the Jadukata river in Sunamganj is
in steady state; both are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels.

= Light to moderate rainfall is expected in the next 24 hours. However, on the 2" and the 3" days,
moderate to moderately-heavy rainfall is expected.

= |n the next 03 days, the water levels of the Sarigowain and Jadukata rivers in Sylhet and Sunamganj
districts may increase, while those rivers are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels.
During this period, the possibility of flooding in the region is minimal.

1.2 Manu, Khowai basins:

= The water level of the Manu river in Moulvibazar district and the Khowai rivers in Habiganj district are
in steady state; both are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels.

= Light to moderate rainfall is expected in the next 24 hours. However, on the 2" and the 3™ days,
moderate to heavy rainfall is expected.

= |n the next 03 days, the water levels of the Manu and the Khowai rivers in Moulvibazar and Habiganj
districts may remain steady. During this period, the possibility of flooding in the region is minimal.

. Bhugai-Kangsha basin:

The water level of the Bhugai-Kangsha rivers in Netrokona district are in steady state and flowing below
respective pre-monsoon danger level.

According to the information from the Bangladesh Meteorological Department and global meteorological
organizations, light to moderate rainfall is expected in the haor basin of the north-eastern region of the
country in the next 24 hours. However, on the 2" and the 3" days, moderate to heavy rainfall is expected
in the same region.

In the next 03 days, the water levels of the Bhugai -Kangsha river in Netrokona district may increase, while
those rivers are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels. During this period, the possibility of
flooding in the region is minimal.
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Tributary rivers of the Bhugai-Kangsha basin

2.1 Someswari basin:

= The water level of the Someshwari River in Netrokona district is increasing and flowing below
respective pre-monsoon danger level.

= Light to moderate rainfall is expected in the next 24 hours. However, on the 2" and the 3" days,
moderate to heavy rainfall is expected.

= |n the next 03 days, the water level of the Someshwari River in Netrokona district may increase, while
those rivers are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels. During this period, the possibility
of flooding in the region is minimal.

3. Dhanu-Baulai basin:

e The water level of the Dhanu-Baulai rivers in Kishoreganj district are increasing and flowing below
respective pre-monsoon danger level.

® According to the information from the Bangladesh Meteorological Department and global
meteorological organizations, light to moderate rainfall is expected in the haor basin of the north-
eastern region of the country in the next 24 hours. However, on the 2" and the 3™ days, moderate to
heavy rainfall is expected in the same region.

e In the next 03 days, the water levels of the Dhanu-Baulai rivers in Kishoreganj district may increase,
while those rivers are flowing below respective pre-monsoon danger levels. During this period, the

possibility of flooding in the region is minimal.
